Positions/Commitments 

 

Catechist:  
Primarily in charge of the class. Reviews and plans lessons based on the book and assigned  

chapter prior to teaching each Wednesday night. Delegates certain lessons and/or tasks to the 

assistant (if have one). Attends every Wednesday Faith Formation as scheduled (including Wed. 

FF Masses and Households of Faith). Finds and arranges for a substitute if unable to attend a class 

(list of substitutes will be given to you, if you have an assistant they will take your place and the 

substitute will help your assistant). Arrives 10 minutes prior to class start to pick up handouts, 

prepare for class, and be there for students arriving early. Attends 2 Catechist Training Sessions: 

Wed. September 8
th

 6:00-8:00pm (dinner included) and Wed. November 10
th

 6:00-8:00pm (dinner 

included).    

       

Assistant:  

Aids the catechist by maintaining classroom order, handing materials out, teaching a lesson or part 

of a lesson upon the request of a catechist  and helping the catechist and students in any way that 

presents itself. Attends the initial Catechist Training Session: Wed. September 8
th

 6:00-8:00 

(dinner included). Attends every Wednesday Faith Formation class as scheduled. Finds and 

arranges for a substitute if unable to attend a class (list of substitutes will be given to you). If the 

main catechist is gone, you take their place and a substitute assists you for the night.
